Michigan
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The William W. Cook Law Quadrangle (top), 
the “Quad,” was the first self-contained law school 
in the country with living facilities, classrooms, 
faculty offices, practice courtrooms, and dining 
facilities in the same complex. The buildings’ 
exteriors were modeled after the Tudor-Gothic style 
of Cambridge and Oxford.

Located on the Diag, the heart of central campus, 
is the Burton Memorial Tower (center right). It 
houses the Baird Carillon, which contains 55 bells, 
weighing from 21 pounds to 12 tons.

The  expanded Museum of Art’s (right) galleries 
display works from its 18,000-piece collection. 
The U-M Museum of Natural History and 
Planetarium (top center) is a popular destination 
for researchers as well as the curious – of all ages.

Between Matthaei Botanical Gardens (above) 
and the Nichols Arborteum (top left inset) there are 
475 acres of trails through natural plant habitats 
and flowering gardens. Matthaei includes an indoor 
conservatory and facilities for classes and events.

(bottom left) has been treasured for its 
architectural significance as well as its superb 
acoustics. Its colorful history includes hosting 
many world-renowned performers.

The U-M stadium (left) is known as
